Haftorah - Isaiah 43:21-44:23. 
This week's haftorah starts with a rebuke to the Israelites for 
abandoning the Temple's sacrificial service. Sacrifices are the 
dominant topic of the week's Torah reading, too. 
The prophet Isaiah rebukes the Israelites for turning away from 
G d and refraining from offering sacrifices, turning to idolatry in-
stead. G d exhorts the people to return to Him, promising to for-
give their transgressions, as is His wont. 
The prophet then mentions the futility of serving empty idols 
which may be crafted by artisans but "neither see nor hear nor do 
they knowé" The haftorah concludes with G d's enjoinder to al-
ways remember Him and to return to Him. 
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General Overview:  
This week's Torah reading, Vayikra, begins the third book of the Torah, Leviticus. Last week we completed the reading of the book of Exodus, 
which concluded with a description of the construction of the Tabernacle. This week's portion will provide a description of the various sacrifices 
ï animal, fowl, and meal-offerings ï offered by the priests in this newly constructed Sanctuary. 
First Aliyah: G d calls out to Moses from the Tabernacle and teaches him the laws of the elective burnt offering, the Olah sacrifice. This aliyah 
discusses the laws of the cattle, sheep, or goat Olah. 
Second Aliyah: G d then teaches Moses the laws of the fowl Olah. This aliyah then continues with a description of three types of voluntary 
meal offerings: unbaked flour, baked loaves, and the shallow-fried meal offering. All voluntary meal offerings also contained olive oil and frank-
incense. 
Third Aliyah: The Torah describes the last type of voluntary meal offerings -- the deep-fried meal offering -- and the mandatory barley offer-
ing, the Omer offering, brought on the second day of Passover. G d instructs the Jews to add salt to every animal sacrifice or meal offering, a 
symbol of our everlasting "salt covenant" with G d. We are also commanded not to include any leavened items or anything which contains 
honey in any Temple offering (there are two exclusions to the leaven prohibition). 
Fourth Aliyah: The "Peace Offering," the Shelamim sacrifice, is described in this Aliyah. The Shelamim -- which could be brought from cattle, 
sheep, or goats -- was shared by the altar, which consumed some of the animal's fats, the Kohanim, and the donors of the sacrifice who were 
given the bulk of the meat. The aliyah ends with the prohibitions against consuming blood and the specific fats which were offered on the 
altar. These prohibitions apply to all animals, even those not offered in the Temple. 
Fifth Aliyah: We now begin learning about the "Sin Offering," the Chatat sacrifice, brought by an individual who is guilty of inadvertently 
transgressing a sin. This section discusses the unique Chatat sacrifices brought by a High Priest who sins, by the Sanhedrin (Jewish Supreme 
Court) who issue an erroneous ruling which causes the populace to sin, and a monarch who sins. 
Sixth Aliyah: The Torah discusses the fourth and final type of Chatat, that of a common person who sins. Also discussed is the Korban Oleh 
Viyored, a "vacillating" Sin Offering, brought by an individual guilty of certain specific sins. The Korban Oleh Viyored depended on the financial 
position of the transgressor -- a wealthy person brought a sheep or goat, a person of lesser means brought two birds, and a pauper brought a 
meal offering. 
Seventh Aliyah: This section concludes the laws of the Korban Oleh Viyored. We then move on to the last sacrifice discussed in this week's 
Torah reading, the "Guilt Offering," the Asham Sacrifice. Three types of Asham Sacrifices are discussed: a) an Asham brought by one who 
inadvertently misappropriates Temple property. b) An Asham brought by one who falsely swears regarding money owed to another. (Aside for 
bringing a sacrifice, these two individuals must repay the principal amount, and pay a punitive fine equal to one fourth of the principle.) c) An 
Asham brought by a person who is uncertain whether he violated a Torah prohibition. 

In Order To A Believer, One Must First Be Trustworthy by Rabbi Y Frand 
The following is based on idea I heard from Rabbi Matityahu Solomon of Lakewood Yeshiva. It was primarily a talk about Pesach, but it also 
has a tie-in to this week's parsha. 
The first pasuk [verse] of Parshas Vayikra reads: "He called to Moshe, and Hashem spoke to him from the Tent of Meeting saying 
(leimor)" [Vayikra 1:1] The Gemara teaches that the word leimor means to say over to others. The Talmud derives from this wording construc-
tion that one is not allowed to share information he is told in private unless the party who related the information specifically authorizes its 
further transmission. [Yoma 4b] This is known as the prohibition of Gilui Sod ï revealing a secret. 
In the secular world, there is a concept of lawyer-client privilege and doctor-patient confidentiality, where a lawyer or doctor is not permitted 
to reveal information provided to him in confidence. In halacha, this requirement has a much broader scope and basically applies to every Jew. 
The Yalkut in Parshas Emor states that in the merit of 4 things, the Jews merited to be redeemed from Egypt. The first 3 are well known: They 
did not change their names, their language, or their mode of dress. The fourth source of merit enumerated by the Medrash is that they did not 
speak lashon hara [gossip; slander]. As proof that they did not speak lashon hara in Egypt, the Medrash cites the fact that they were able to 
keep a secret. The secret that they kept refers to G-d's original message to Moshe in Parshas Shmot: "I am going to take the Jews out of 
Egypt and before I take them out of Egypt they are going to go to their neighbours and ask for their gold and silver vessels." The Jews heard 
this prophecy before any of the plagues began and no one let it get out to the Egyptians that before the Jews left they would strip the Egypt 
of all gold and silver! The Egyptians were unsuspecting because no Jew revealed this secret. 
The question that must be asked regarding this Medrash is ï what is the connection between keeping a secret and not speaking lashon hara? 
The answer to this question is actually an explicit pasuk in Proverbs: "One who goes along slandering reveals secrets" [Mishlei 11:13]. The root 
problem of one who slanders is that he cannot be trusted. If a person shares it with others that which he is told in confidence, there is a fun-
damental problem, besides the aspect of slander (rechilut). The person's word is not a word. He cannot be trusted. 
The Medrash is teaching that the reason why they were redeemed from Egypt was, among other reasons, because they were able to keep 
secrets. What is so great about being able to keep secrets? 
Prior to answering this question, consider another incident at the beginning of Sefer Shmot. When Moshe Rabbeinu was still in Egypt, he saw 
an Egyptian beating up a Jew. He killed the Egyptian. The next day, he saw two Jews fighting. He said to the bully, "Wicked one, why are you 
hitting your fellow man?" The bully turned on Moshe and said "Aha, do you plan to kill me like you killed the Egyptian?" Moshe's reaction was 
"Behold, the matter is known" (achen nodah ha'davar) [Shmot 2:11-14]. 
Rashi explains that the words achen nodah ha'davar do not merely mean "behold the secret is out". Rather, the words mean: "behold, now I 
understand (i.e. ï the matter is known to ME) what Israel's sin was that caused them to suffer as slaves. In other words, Moshe now under-
stood why the redemption has not yet arrived. It was because they couldn't keep a secret. 
So we see from the very beginning of the story in Shmot that getting out of Egypt was somehow dependant on the ability of Israel to keep 
secrets. So again we must ask, what is so important about the ability to keep secrets? 
The answer is that leaving Egypt was all about believing and keeping the Word of G-d. The whole purpose of leaving Egypt was to accept the 
Torah and to believe in the Almighty. When the Master of the Universe tells us to do certain things, we must believe that these things must be 
done! 
Rav Matityahu Solomon says that one cannot be a believer (ma'amin) unless he is first faithful (ne'eman). One cannot believe in the Word of G
-d unless he himself is a person who values a word. If it means nothing when I say something, then when G-d says something, why should I 
believe it? The more trustworthy a person is and the more meticulous he is about his own words, the more he will be faithful to the Word of 
the Almighty. 
At the beginning of the story of the Exodus, Moshe said: "I know why they are still here ï because they can't keep a secret." So what changed 
to indicate that they were worthy of redemption? When Moshe returned to Egypt many years later, the Almighty trusted them with a secret 
that they did not reveal. Since they were able to keep that secret, G-d knew that now they could be trusted and be trustworthy and be deserv-
ing of redemption. 
Since they met their commitment not to reveal the secret of taking the gold and silver out of Egypt, they could be trusted that when G-d told 
them "I am the L-rd your G-d", His word would mean something to them as well. 
Every Yom Tov has its own mitzvah. The mitzvah of the night of Pesach is to become ma'aminim [believers]. However, in order to become 
ma'minim, we must first become ne'emanim [trustworthy]. 
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
