General Overview of Parsha: 
Taken from Chabbad.org  

In this week's reading, Vayishlach, Jacob returns to Canaan, but is fearful of his brother Esau. They meet and make peace. Jacob wres-
tles with an angel, and his name is changed to Israel. Jacob's daughter Dinah is abducted by the prince of Shechem. Shimon and Levi 
destroy the city of Shechem and liberate Dinah. Rachel dies while giving birth to Jacob's twelfth son, Benjamin. Isaac dies. 
First Aliyah: Jacob was on his way home to his father Isaac after twenty years of absence, having fled Canaan to escape his brother 
Esau's wrath. As a peaceful overture, Jacob now sent ahead messengers to Esau with a reconciliatory message. The messengers re-
turned with an ominous report: Esau is coming to "greet" Jacob with a troop of 400 men. Jacob was distressed. He divided his family and 
belongings into two groups—to allow one group to flee while the other was engaged in battle. He then prayed, calling upon G d's prom-
ise to protect him. 
Second Aliyah: In an attempt to pacify Esau, Jacob sent him a lavish gift, consisting of hundreds of heads of cattle and sheep. He sent 
this gift in increments, one herd at a time. That night Jacob crossed the Jabok River with his family, and after all had crossed but him, he 
encountered an angel – Esau's archangel – who wrestled with him until dawn. Though the angel was unable to prevail over Jacob, he 
dislodged Jacob's sciatic nerve, causing him to limp. When the angel wished to leave, Jacob refused to let him go until he blessed Jacob. 
The angel blessed Jacob and informed him that his name would eventually be changed to Israel. 
Third Aliyah: The Torah informs us that we don't eat the sciatic nerve of otherwise kosher animals because of the wrestling episode men-
tioned in the previous section. Esau arrived. Jacob respectfully approached his brother, who then ran towards him and embraced him, as 
they both wept. 
Fourth Aliyah: Jacob's family approached and greeted Esau. Despite Esau's objections, Jacob prevailed upon him to accept the gift he 
had sent ahead. Esau offered to accompany Jacob on his trip home, but Jacob declined the gesture. Esau returned to his home in Se'ir, 
and Jacob proceeded to the city of Sukkot. Eventually Jacob arrived at the outskirts of the city of Shechem, where he purchased a plot of 
land and erected an altar to G d. 
Fifth Aliyah: Jacob's daughter, Dinah, ventured out into the city of Shechem, when Shechem, also the name of the crown prince of the 
city, abducted and violated her and kept her hostage. Chamor, the governor of the city, approached Jacob and informed him that his son 
Shechem was infatuated with Dinah and desired her hand in marriage. Jacob's sons slyly agreed to the proposition, provided that all the 
men of the city would circumcise themselves. Upon the urging of Chamor and Shechem, the Shechemites agreed to the proposal. On the 
third day following their mass circumcision, Dinah's two brothers, Simon and Levi, entered the vulnerable city, killed all its male inhabi-
tants, and liberated Dinah from Shechem's home. Jacob was displeased by this act, fearing reprisal from the neighbouring Canaanites. 
Nonetheless, Jacob travelled on, and "the fear of G d" was upon the surrounding cities and they did not pursue Jacob and his family. 
Jacob arrived in Canaan, in Beth-El, and G d appeared to him, blessed him, and changed his name to Israel. 
Sixth Aliyah: Jacob's family continued on towards Hebron. While en route, Rachel, Jacob's beloved wife, passed away while giving birth 
to her second son, Benjamin. Jacob buried her on the spot, on the roadside leading to Bethlehem. They travelled yet further, and Jacob's 
eldest son, Reuben, interfered with his father's marital life. At long last, Jacob arrived in Hebron. Isaac died, and was buried in the Cave 
of Machpelah alongside his wife and parents. The Torah now lists the wives and descendents of Esau, who left Canaan and settled in 
Se'ir. 
Seventh Aliyah: This section enumerates the princes of the original Se'irite natives, as well as the monarchs of that land that descended 
from Esau. 

Vayeitzei Haftorah in a Nutshell - Hosea 11:7-12:14. 
This week's haftorah mentions Jacob's flight from home to the "field of Aram," an episode that is recounted in this week's Torah reading. 
The haftorah begins with the prophet Hosea's rebuke of the Jewish people for forsaking G-d. Nevertheless, Hosea assures the people 
that G d will not abandon them: "How can I give you, Ephraim, and deliver you [to the hands of the nations]? . . . I will not act with My 
fierce anger; I will not return to destroy Ephraim." 
The prophet discusses the misdeeds of the Northern Kingdom of Israel, and the future degeneration of the Kingdom of Judea. He con-
trasts their behaviour to that of their forefather Jacob who was faithful to G-d and prevailed against enemies, both human and angelic.  
The haftorah also makes mention of the ingathering of the exiles which will occur during the Final Redemption: "They shall hasten like a 
bird from Egypt and like a dove from the land of Assyria; and I will place them in their houses, says the Lord." 

Sending A Delegate From the Previous Generation  
A thought by Rabbi Yissachar Frand 

This week's parsha records the death of Rivka's nursemaid, Devorah: "Devorah, the wet nurse of Rebecca died and she was buried below 
Beth-El, below the Allon, and he named it, Allon-bachuth" [Breishit 35:8]. Rashi wonders what Rivka's nanny was doing in Yaakov's 
household, such that Yaakov should wind up burying her. The Medrash states that Devorah was 133 years old at the time of her death. 
Rashi states that Rivka had sent her old nursemaid to Yaakov in fulfilment of her promise to him that she would send word to him when 
it was time to come home from Padan Aram [Breishit 27:45]. Devorah died on the journey back home after having carried out this mis-
sion. 
Rashi's words are very difficult to comprehend. Why would Rivka choose this elderly woman to journey on this long trip to carry out such 
a mission? Could she not find a more appropriate messenger to send word to her son that it was time to come home? 
Rav Dov Weinberger makes a beautiful comment on this Rashi. Yaakov was most reluctant to leave the house of Yitzchak and Rivka. 
Rikva insisted that he must leave. But Yaakov protested: "What will be with my spirituality? How can I leave this holy household and 
survive in the house of Lavan the crook?" Rivka promised "I will take you back and I will restore to you what you lost spiritually in the 
years you were away." 
To accomplish such a mission, one cannot send a young kid. On such a mission, one must send a "great grandmother." To restore the 
idea of what the House of Yitzchak was like in Yaakov's mind, it was necessary to send someone from the older generation. The person 
who grew up in yesteryear presents an untarnished image. They come from the "old home." Unlike the "younger generation," they rep-
resent "the way it is supposed to be." 
Many times we will meet a person, not from our generation and not even from the generation of our parents, but someone from two 
generations ago. It is sometimes worthwhile just to observe how an old Jew acts. He witnessed what things were like "when times were 
spiritually correct." 
Those old enough to remember Rav Ruderman saw a connection to the glory of what European Jewry was in its prime. He corresponded 
with the Ohr Sameach. He saw the Chofetz Chaim. He sat on Reb Chaim Soloveitchik's lap. He took walks with Reb Chaim Ozer. His reac-
tions were Torah reactions. He knew instinctively what Yiddishkeit [Judaism] was all about. 
When Rivka wanted to spiritually retrieve Yaakov from the house of Lavan, she had no choice but to send a delegate who represented 
the previous generation. 
The Chofetz Chaim lived to be a very old man. He died when he was 93 years old. At the end of his life, he wanted to travel to Eretz 
Yisrael and spend the last days of his life in the Holy Land. He wanted to study the laws of Kodshim and the Temple Sacrifice there. As a 
Kohen, he hoped he would merit to witness the coming of Moshiach and to participate in the Divine Service in the rebuilt Beis HaMik-
dash. 
He felt that he was an old frail man and could not contribute much more to European Jewry and therefore wanted to "retire" to the Holy 
Land. He took counsel with Rav Chaim Ozer, the (much younger) leader of European Jewry at the time. Rav Chaim Ozer advised him not 
to leave Europe. He told him "Even if you cannot be in the Yeshiva any more and you cannot give Torah lectures any more and even if 
you cannot write any more because of your age -- still, if you remain, people will be able to see what a Jew is supposed to look like." 
This can be compared to children sitting at their parents' table. Many times they misbehave. But when their grandpa (Opa/Zeida/Saba) is 
sitting at the table, the behaviour is different. When a member of the previous generation is there, a bit of awe and respect is present as 
well. 
This was Rav Chaim Ozer's message to the Chofez Chaim, and this explains Rivka's choice of messenger to retrieve her son Yaakov back 
from Padan Aram. 
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
